5th class in St. Philomena’s P.S. have had an extremely busy six weeks learning how to knit tiny woolly hats and all for a great cause! 
“The Innocent Big Knit” is a nationwide campaign where Innocent has joined forces with the charity Age Action to help older people in Ireland keep warm during the cold winter months.  For every hat-wearing smoothie Innocent sell they will donate 25c to Age Action.  A big target of 80,000 woolly hats has been set as this means a fantastic €20,000 for Age Action.    5th class of 20 girls knit a whopping 66 hats altogether
For a lot of the girls this was their first attempt at knitting and they produced some really fantastic hats!  The campaign was a great chance for them to learn a useful skill and give something back to the community.  They have the knitting bug now and want to continue to knit for the rest of the school year.
  
5th Class Science Experiment:  Rocket Launch
  
  Background:The air coming out of the back of a balloon pushes the balloon forward.  This is how rockets works – hot burning gases rushing out the back of the rockets pushes them forward.
The children:
In pairs, blew up a balloon, let is go, and observed and described how it travelled. (The balloon flew in a random fashion.)
In groups of 4, were set the challenge to make the balloon fly in a straight line given the following materials:  a straw, a piece of string, a clothes peg and some sellotape.
Wrote up their investigations and conclusions using their Science Experiment procedure.
 
The class had great fun trying to figure out how to control the balloon.  They solved the problem themselves by inserting the string into the straw, taping the balloon to the string and fixing the string between two chairs.  When the clothes peg was released from the neck of the balloon, the balloon travelled along the string. 
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Blowing up the balloon that is connected to the straw.                Releasing the clothes peg, the balloon travels forward along the string.
