A short assembly was called the following day and the children were reassured of her safety and reminded of the safety issues they are taught in every class every year. Fortunately nobody was hurt but it is a timely reminder to go over safety issues with children without alarming them unduly. 
Reminder about collection arrangements

Junior and Senior Infants and First class children are handed to parents at collection time and are kept in the school until collected. From 2nd class onwards parents make a decision with their children on a collection point, inside/outside school grounds or walking home.  Remember if the arrangement is to change let the child know or ring the school. The office is open until 3.30pm every day and children should return there if collection has been delayed. Children walking home should walk with another child or be expected at a certain time- no going to a friend’s house without prior permission from parents.
