School closure

Closing the school is a difficult decision to make and is done in consultation with members of the Board taking weather forecasts and safety of children into account. Our school is at a very dangerous junction with a sloping narrow entrance and many steps accessing the school. While it is not always possible to make the decision the evening before, we try to give as much advance warning as possible to allay anxieties and allow parents to make arrangements. 
Accessing the school
Despite salting and gritting, the avenue and paths still have solid ice on them. The upper and lower pedestrian paths are the safest as we have concentrated on them. However parents are still driving in and parking on the avenue despite being asked not to. Please show consideration for others. Circumstances are difficult for everyone but safety has to be a priority.
